THEME: Jesus the power of God. Written from the Roman viewpoint.

Written by John Mark, son of Mary of Jerusalem and cousin of Barnabas, from Rome with Peter’s help.

The date is very difficult and is variously set from around 58 to 64 AD.  It is likely it was written between Matthew and Luke.
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*Note: Mark 16:9
—20 is missing from some of the oldest manuscripts and in some cases it has a different ending or has notations indicating it is questioned.  It appears that at some early stage a portion of the document was lost in some copies.  Also Eusebius and Jerome indicated they thought Mark ended with verse 8.
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
