Berea: People search scriptures and receive the word readily (17:10 -12)

Athens: (city) Paul preaches on Mars Hill about unknown God (17:15-34) 

	Corinth: Paul lived with Priscilla & Aquila, Jewish tent-makers. (18:1-18)
VII. PAUL’S THIRD MISSIONARY JOURNEY (Acts 18:23—21:14)

	Ephesus. (Theater) (Library) Rebaptizes twelve.  Sons of Sceva beaten by demoniac. (chap. 19)

	A. Troas: Waits seven days to preach when church meets for Lord's Supper. (20:6)

	VIII.  IMPRISONMENT AND JOURNEY TO ROME 

A. Jerusalem: Stays with Mnason of Cyprus, an old disciple (21:15-16)

Paul mobbed in the temple. (Acts 21)  
MOB: Paul speaks to the mob from steps of the Roman tower. (Acts 22)

COUNSIL: Paul speaks before the Jewish Council. (Acts 23)
